*Veterinary Care & Adverse Effects of Early Spay/Neuter -- The loss of
hormones prior to maturity in any animal has a profound effect on the
growth, development and overall health of that animal including:

¢ Orthopedic considerations: abnormal bone growth due to lack of sex hormones; lower bone density
due to lack of sex hormones; increase incidence of CCL rupture; increased incidence of hip dysplasia

e Cancer considerations: greater risk for hemangiosarcoma, bone and prostate cancers, cardiac and
bladder tumors

e Incontinence considerations: in both sexes due to lack of sex hormones, estrogen and testosterone

e Behavioral considerations: increased incidence of fearful behavior and phobias; aggressive behavior
e Metabolic considerations: increased incidence of hypothyroidism, acute fatal pancreatitis, diabetes
e Infectious disease considerations: increased incidence of infectious disease

e Surgical Considerations: pediatric and geriatric populations are high risk of death in surgery

e Vaccine considerations: increased incidence of adverse reactions to vaccines

« Growth Rate Differences Considerations: breeds do not mature at the same rate

olt is irrational to believe that all dogs can be safely spayed/neutered at 4 months of age without negative
consequences — 4 months is too young for any dog breed to be spayed/neutered

eSmaller/Toy breeds may mature more quickly than large breeds but they may not ever weigh enough to be
safely spayed/neutered

esLarger breeds and working dogs have special orthopedic considerations and many do not have mature
skeletons until 18-24 months of age
